Introduction

Glasroc X Sheathing Board is a high-performance sheathing board
which provides up to 12 months weather protection*. The board is
certified by the British Board of Agrement (BBA).

Sheathing Board 12.5mm has been installed in accordance with the instructions
contained in Glasroc X Installation Guide and or the British Gypsum White Book.
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General Guidance
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Before boarding it is recommended to
assess and pre-plan board fixing layout
to avoid vertical joints falling on jamb
studs.

Boards can be installed in either a
horizontal or vertical orientation. It is
recommended that Glasroc X Sheathing
Boards are installed in dry conditions.

If using Glasroc X Sealant, joints must be
sealed as boarding progresses
(see page 9).

If using Glasroc X Sealing Tape White,
taping is completed after board
installation (see page 6).
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Glasroc X Sheathing Boards may be cut
using a plasterboard saw or by scoring

through the surface glass mat with a
board knife.

The core is snapped over a straight edge
and the pboards turned over and cut
through the back face glass mat.
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Glasroc X Sheathing Boards are fixed
securely to Steel Framing System (SFES)
framing supports around the perimeter
of the board and intermediate stud
positions at maximum 300 mm centres
except the head channel. Uppermost
board fixing to be determined
depending on deflection head required.
External corners reduce fixings to

200 mm. Stagger horizontal and
vertical joints between layers by at least
600 mm.
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First fixing of the board into the stud
should be TO0O mm above the floor
channel leg and then fixed working up
the stud. The boards should be fixed
with a 6mm gap away from masonry or
similar materials, to prevent moisture
absorption. The lowest point of the
boards must be kept above damp-proof
course level. Position screws not less
than 15mm from edges. Set screw heads
flush with Glasroc X Sheathing Board
surface; do not break gypsum core.
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General Guidance
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Joints between Glasroc X Sheathing Boards must be sealed either using
Glasroc X Sealant (5a) (as boarding progresses) or Glasroc X Sealing Tape White

(5b). For detailed installation, see page 6 for Glasroc X Sealing Tape White and
page 9 for Glasroc X Sealant.

Screws

Glasroc X screws are suitable for fixing
Glasroc X Sheathing Boards into
structural steel frame studs up to 2.5 mm
gauge steel and minimum 1.2 mm.

Ensure a minimum screw penetration of
10mm into metal framing through the
board.

Glasroc X screw heads must sit flush to
the board to ensure optimum weather
protection.

Steel Framing System

ltems such as facade brackets,
cladding rails and other heavy items
can not be fixed only to Glasroc X
Sheathing Boards, always fix into studs.
Accessories such as horizontal cladding
top hats (by others) can be utilised to
avolid board-only fixing.

Finishing/Rendering

Glasroc X Sheathing Board can be
rendered in the Weber weberend
MT system.

Installation of Glasroc X Sealing Tape
White on board joints:

Follow this installation process
(external face application only) to
ensure weather-proofing whilst

Glasroc X Sheathing Board is exposed.
The tape should be installed in
temperatures between -10 °C to +45 °C.
Boards should be sufficiently clean

and dry.

a Working upwards from the bottom
apply Glasroc X Sealing Tape White
centrally to the vertical joints up to the
lowest horizontal joint. Apply
sufficient pressure to ensure gooad
adhesion.

b Apply Glasroc X Sealing Tape White
centrally to the horizontal joint,
overlapping the vertical joint tape by a
mMminimum of 15 mm.

c Tape the next vertical joint above,
overlapping the horizontal joint tape
by a minimum of 25 mm.

d When splicing tape, there must be an
overlap of approx. 50 mm.

Glasroc X Sheathing Boards should be butted up when using Glasroc X Sealing Tape White. The tape should be installed in temperatures between -10 °C and +45 °C.

Ensure Glasroc X Sealing Tape White is applied without wrinkling. If joints or edges require re-taping, these can be overlapped with additional tape. Do not attempt to
remove incorrectly applied tape to avoid damaging the Glasroc X Sheathing Board. Glasroc X Sealing Tape White has a Reaction to Fire classification of Class E.

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Breather Membrane Guidance

Is a Breather membrane required with
Glasroc X Sheathing Board?

Glasroc X Sheathing Boards have been
tested in accordance with EN ISO 12572 :
2001 and have a water vapour resistance
of 0.448 MN:-s-g-1.

Glasroc X Sealing Tape White has been
tested in accordance with EN 1931 and
have a water vapour resistance of 0.48
Sd. The tape also achieves Class W1
water penetration resistance tested in
accordance to BS EN 13984,

Glasroc X Sheathing Boards, if installea
correctly with joints and perimeters
sealed, provide sufficient weather-
oroofing as certified by the BBA,
potentially eliminating the need for a
breather membrane.

The specification, positioning and

use of a breather membrane will vary
according to full construction and may
need to be evaluated by competent
persons in accordance with Approved
Document C and BS 5250.
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Breather Membrane Guidance

Additional information on breather membranes
Breather membranes are resistant to liquid water
penetration but vapour permeable. They may be used
within external wall constructions where the external
cladding may not be completely water-tight or
moisture resistant, such as framed wall constructions.

A breather membrane allows for water vapour to
escape from inside the construction while preventing
water ingress. Breather membranes are correctly
positioned on the outer side of insulation.

Air and vapour control layers (VCLs) restrict the

passage of warm, moist air from the inside of a building

oreventing build up of condensation in the cavity.
Vapour control layers are normally positioned on the
inner side of insulation.

Breather membranes do not improve breathability.

Water Penetration Resistance Classes

Membranes that achieve W1 are used in open
applications where the breather membrane is directly
exposed to the elements. Membranes that achieve
W2 are used in protected applications, such as behind
cladding or a rainscreen system, where the breather
membrane is not directly exposed to the elements.
